Making a Difference

Alongside our community workers, volunteers can make a difference in a range of ways:

· Supporting children in school with regular activities

· Supporting daily physio- and speech therapy exercises

· Developing resources to use in the classroom

· Working alongside our project partners with disabled children in residential care
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The role of volunteers is to spend quality time with individual children on the programme.  Just a small amount of individual attention can make a huge difference to a child’s educational, physical and emotional development, and in turn is hugely rewarding for the volunteer, who can see the difference they have made.
Every volunteer brings a unique quality to the programme, and stands to gain as much from their experiences as they will doubtless bring.  Volunteering at REGE offers a rare window on the world, which we invite you to explore.
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What’s involved

For you

· Volunteers arrange and fund their own flights to Delhi and transport to Dehra Dun.  Receive our useful information pack with further information by completing the ‘Interested in volunteering form’.
· You are required to take out travel insurance, and arrange visas – details available on our useful information sheet.

· Each volunteer agrees to and signs our Code of Conduct to cover the time they are volunteering.
From us

· Our volunteering programme is organised in conjunction with our project partners, Raphael Home - Ryder-Cheshire International Centre.
· Raphael Home will provide accommodation and meals while you are volunteering, for which a modest contribution of Rs 350 per day (£3.50) - is requested.

· Raphael Home will arrange regular transport to the project villages, accompanied by the Project Coordinator, alongside other volunteering opportunities at Raphael Home.

The role of a volunteer

The exact nature of a volunteer’s involvement may depend on personal interests and experience, but will be based around some or all of the following:

· REGE Children’s Project, India – Community Based Rehabilitation

The team visits schools and homes in a number of rural villages, providing disabled children with access to mainstream education.  Volunteers can help in classes and with speech and physiotherapy sessions.
· REGE Children’s Project, India – Early Intervention Programme
Volunteers can assist community workers in spending time with very young disabled children and their families, learning techniques to encourage the child’s development.

· Raphael Home – Special Education Unit
Many volunteers help to look after the residents and day pupils here, assisting Indian staff with exercises, walking and classes.
· TB Hospital, training centre, Shiv Sadan (sheltered accommodation for about 45 burnt out leprosy patients – no longer infectious)
There are a range of other ways to get involved, including those listed above.
